This is the first "big" frial of modern Greece that was held in the Parliament’s
building of Nafplion and lasted six weeks.

The purpose of the initiative is to highlight the historical-political and legal
significance of the frial of Th. Kolokotronis and D. Plapoutas, who were
accused of conspiracy against the king.

The frial lends itself to timeless reflection on the physiognomy of the modern
Greek state, the divisive political parties passions, the role of foreign powers,
but also the interventions of the political power in the administration of justice.
The theatrical performance highlights the power of judicial discourse and free
conscience, while at the same time it conveys the message of unity in the
long course of the state fowards national integration.

Stathis N. Kalyvas is Professor of Political Science at Oxford University, where he holds
the Gladstone Chair, the oldest chair of Political Science in Britain.

In Yale
he founded and directed the Program for the Study of Order, Conflict and Violence,
while co-directing the Greek Studies Program.

In Oxford he founded and directs the T. E. Lawrence Program for the Study of Conflict
and Violence.

His main research interests are civil wars and political violence in general. He has
published over fifty research articles and authored several books.

He has been repeatedly honored for his research work. In 2008, he was elected to the

American Academy of Arts and Sciences and in 2020 to the British Academy.

The Annex of the War Museum in Nafplion, participating in the celebration of
the 30th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations between
Georgia and Greece, hosts archival material consisting of photographs and
documents from the period 19218-1921. These records, which were searched
and located in the National Archives of Georgia and the Historical and
Diplomatic Archives of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Greece, prove that
diplomatic relations between the two countries date back to 1919, with the
establishment of the first diplomatic missions and the first sending Georgian
cadets for their studies at the Evelpidon Military School.

The occasion for this
exhibition was given when the "Ouzo Plomariou Isidoros Arvanitou" company
made a donafion for the preservation of, among other things, two women's
lesbian ouftfits from the BPF collection.

In addition to clothes, rare embroideries, ceramics, wood and other objects
from the BPF collection are presented in the exhibition.

Lesvos is a special island, with a great tradition in folk art and especially
ceramics, with well-known workshops such as Kourtzis, Stamatis, Kouvdis, etc.
Another special feafure was that it was forbidden to leave the island the old
wooden boxes. The export of a box exhibited in the Museum "B. Papantoniou
was made with special permission from the Ephorate of Anfiquities of
Mytilene on 29.6.1973.

Finally, in the Museum are exhibited, in the showcase of the ground floor, two
works of the well-known folk Lesbian painter Theophilos Chatzimichail.
